Nietzsche has come to believe that a critique of moral values is in order, that the value of these values themselves must be
called into question. To this end he finds it necessary to provide an actual history of morality, rather than a hypothetical
account in the style of Ree, whom Nietzsche refers to as an English psychologist (using the word English to designate a
certain intellectual temperament rather than a nationality).
